FROM THE CEQ

Council is continuing to make representations to State Government regarding
increasing staffing levels at nursing posts throughout the state. A petition is
currently circulating calling for a second nurse to be allocated to the Cue
Nursing Post. Residents and visitors alike are encouraged to sign the petition.

Work is progressing on repairing and refurbishing the Bank of NSW, purchased
by the Shire last year. Council is inviting input from the community regarding
ideas for the use of this building. Suggestions so far include offices, a
restaurant and a bakery. The Shire is willing to fit out the building appropriately
and offer an attractive rental to accommodate a suitable business that will be
beneficial to the community.
